DipUS: Engineering, UCIC

Diploma in University Studies
The Diploma in University Studies comprises eight courses and is 
completed in three trimesters spanning 12 months of study. Students are 
able to complete their Diploma in one of three areas of specialisation - 
Commerce, Engineering or Science – before completing the final years 
of a range of bachelor’s degrees and subject majors at UC.

The Certificate in Foundation Studies is equivalent to the final year of 
secondary school study and is designed to bridge the gap between high school 
and university entrance. In the Foundation Programme students complete a 
set of core courses, a numeracy elective and three courses from an area of focus 
(Arts, Commerce, Engineering, and Science).

The Study Abroad Certificate is a one-semester programme designed to give 
students a taste of what student life is like at UC International College. Students 
can choose three academic courses from one stream while experiencing the best 
of what New Zealand has to offer. 
If you want the chance to study in beautiful 
New Zealand and are looking to diversify your 
current study plan during a gap trimester, then 
UCIC’s Study Abroad Programme may be for you. 
 
Study Abroad is a one semester programme 
designed to allow students to improve their 
English language skills while undertaking three 
academic subjects and credit their courses to 
future study at home or in New Zealand.
